PRE – FOUNDATION DRAWING:

Is a focused introduction to the classic genre of still life drawing. Students will begin with line exercises and then move on to drawing simple forms using lights and dark, cast shadows, as well as warm and cool colors. Not only will they learn how to form complicated shapes from basic ones, but also how to add depth and dimension to their work by understanding how light and shadow interact on several surfaces. 
Course begins using a limited palette of two or more objects. 

By the end of this course the students should be able to draw simple three dimensional objects and learn the usage of pencils and various mediums for rendering the objects.

The students who successfully complete this course with a passing grade will be exempted from the admission drawing test.
